Introduction:

Jehovah Jireh Foundation (JJF) organized an awareness program for school -going children
in Kondapalli Village, Andhra Pradesh, India and in Siripur, Telangana and Hubli
Dharwad District of Karnataka, India. to educate them on the important topic of "Good
Touch and Bad Touch." The session aimed to create a safe and supportive environment for
children to understand personal boundaries, recognize unsafe situations, and develop the
confidence to speak up if they feel uncomfortable.

Objective:
The main objective of the program was to:

9 Help children understand the concept of good touch and bad touch.

9 Empower children to recognize inappropriate behavior.

9 Encourage children to seek help from trusted adults if they experience any
uncomfortable or inappropriate situations.
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Program Highlights:

Awareness Session: JJF volunteer led an interactive session, introducing the children to the
concepts of good touch and bad touch. Using age -appropriate language and engaging
stories, she discussed the importance of personal boundaries and how to differentiate
between safe and unsafe touches.

Interactive Discussions: Team encouraged the children to participate in discussions and
share their thoughts, which helped them feel more comfortable with the topic. She
explained how trusting their instincts is important, emphasizing the right to say "no" to
any touch that makes them feel uneasy.

Safety Measures : The session included information on whom to approach if they experience
a bad touch, such as teachers, parents, or other trusted adults, emphasizing that speaking
up is both brave and important.




Educational Materials: Simple visual aids and handouts were provided to  reinforce the
concepts covered during the session. These materials were designed to be easily understood
and taken home, encouraging children to discuss the topic with their families.

Parents and teachers expressed their appreciation for the program, acknowledging its
importance in protecting children. Many requested that such programs be held regularly to
reinforce the message and ensure children's safety and confidence in different

environments.

V. Empowerment Support for Shabana AmargolSewing Machine Distribution

Shabana Amargol, 39 years a widow from Kamdolli  village, Dharwad District, has
been struggling to support her family after the untimely demise of her husband.
She is a mother of three school -going children and has been working as an ayya
(school helper) in a local school in village . Despite her efforts, the income from her
job was insufficient to meet the basic needs of her family. In addition to her job, she
engaged in seasonal handicraft work from home, but this, too, provided an
inconsistent source of income.

Shabana had a strong desire to acquire a sewing machine to enhance her skills and
provide a stable income for her family. However, due to her financial constraints,
she was unable to afford the purchase of the machine. This left her family

o
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struggling to make ends meet, with her children's education and basic living
expenses becoming a growing concern.
